While being careful of the handles, with right side together sew the outside
and inside fabric for the body. (seam allowance: 1 cm/ 0.4 in)

@ Sew together the sides, starting from the bottom. (Leave an opening of about
12 cm/ 4.7 in on one side in order to turn right side out.)
Sew the bottom to the outside fabric and inside fabric. (bottom width: 12
cm/ 4.7 in)
Turn right side out through the side opening, reshape, and then stitch along
the bag opening.
